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Criteria for Accreditation as a

Qualified Therapeutic Touch Practitioner Australia (QTTPA)

Applicants for accreditation as a QTTPA must fulfill the criteria as outlined.
1.0 RELATIONSHIP to TTAA

1.1 Is a TTAA member who is held in good standing 

1.2 Agrees to comply with the philosophy and  statement of ethics and code of conduct for the practice of Therapeutic Touch for TTAA. 
1.3 Has practiced Therapeutic Touch for 1-2 years

1.4 Follows the TTAA competencies and guidelines for practicing Therapeutic Touch

1.5 Demonstrates participation in TTAA and the TT community.
2.0 EDUCATION AND TRAINING

2.1 Has completed TTAA accredited courses (or equivalent*)

in Foundations (Basic), Transpersonal (Intermediate) and Inner Processes (Advanced)
2.2 Has undertaken the Mentorship course offered by a QTTTA until able to demonstrate competency in practicing Therapeutic Touch (or equivalent*)

2.3 Has a current First Aid and CPR certificate if undertaking private practice, or if required by the organisation in which they are working or volunteering.  
3.0 PERSONAL/PROFESSIONAL ASPECTS

3.1 Presents a letter of recommendation from their QTTTA 

3.2 Signs the statement of Ethics and Code of Conduct for the practice of Therapeutic Touch for TTAA. 
3.3 Shows evidence of personal development and self care activities
3.4 Shows evidence of  professional development according to TTAA requirements

3.5 Provides evidence of professional indemnity insurance. 

4.0 ADMINISTRATION
4.1 Completes a working with children check if working in professional practice

4.2 Provides evidence of professional indemnity insurance if undertaking private practice OR

4.3 Provides evidence of professional indemnity insurance arrangements if in existing health care practice OR

4.4 Provides evidence of insurance arrangements if undertaking organisational volunteer work e.g. provides workplace policy 
4.5 Submits the current application fee with the completed checklist
4.6 Provides the above information to the TTAA Accreditation Panel.  All documentation provided as evidence of course completion and competency must be certified copies or ratified by the teacher concerned.
4.7 Agrees to apply for re-accreditation within the designated period 

4.8 Appeals and requests for review may be made to the TTAA Accreditation Panel.

Where the term *equivalent is used it may be possible for the stated criteria to be met in ways other than those set out above.  The TTAA Teacher Accreditation Panel has the authority to designate what will be accepted  in this instance.  The evolving nature of Therapeutic Touch education in Australia is therefore recognised with the ability to allow ‘grandparenting’ that is recognition of prior learning and experience gained in a variety of ways until such time as these criteria are reviewed.

Applicants who have trained outside the TTAA framework may be asked to provide detailed evidence of course content and participation.

Terms/criteria placed in italics can be further explained on application.
Please note: Re: Practice as a service or gifting
While First Aid and CPR training is not mandatory it is recommended that where possible CPR training is completed.  It is at the discretion of the TT practitioner whether the situation in which they are providing service would require First Aid training.

Professional Indemnity Insurance is currently not required for private service/gifting TT practitioners, it is advised that they inform  their healing partners of this fact.
