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Criteria for Accreditation as a

Therapeutic Touch Teacher Level 2

A person may refer to themselves as a Therapeutic Touch Teacher Level 2 if they fulfill the criteria as outlined.  Fulfillment of these criteria must be verified by their Qualified Therapeutic Touch Teacher (QTTTA) that is by a TT Teacher Level 1. 
1.0 RELATIONSHIP to TTAA

1.1 Is a TTAA member who is held in good standing 

1.2 Shows evidence of alliance with the philosophy and ethical standards of Therapeutic Touch and TTAA

1.3 Has practiced Therapeutic Touch for 3 - 5 years

1.4 Follows the TTAA competencies, course manuals and any additional guidelines for teaching Therapeutic Touch

1.5 Demonstrates participation and leadership in TTAA and the TT community.
2.0 EDUCATION AND TRAINING

2.1 Has demonstrated competency at Foundations (Basic), Transpersonal(Intermediate), Inner Processes (Advanced ) through completing TTAA accredited courses (or equivalent*)

2.2 Has demonstrated competency through completing a TTAA accredited Mentorship course (or equivalent*)

2.3 Is developing competency in teaching adults through completing training in teaching/learning and course planning or is completing a Certificate IV in Workplace Assessment and Training
2.4 Has completed each level of TT course with at least 2 Qualified Therapeutic Touch teachers accredited by TTAA (or equivalent*). 

2.5 Is undertaking the following education and experience until able to demonstrate competency in teaching Therapeutic Touch at each Level

2.5.1 Completion of TTAA accredited course in Teaching Therapeutic Touch (or equivalent*)

2.5.2 Mentoring by a QTTTA 

2.5.3 Has observed their Mentor teach at least once 
2.5.4 Has co-taught part of a Therapeutic Touch course until mentor and applicant agree they are ready for solo teaching

2.5.5 Develops own publicity, course outline, teaching plan and evaluation form for the level of course being taught
2.5.6 Is ready to undertake solo teaching while being monitored by mentor until competency demonstrated.
3.0 PERSONAL/PROFESSIONAL ASPECTS

3.1 Can provide evidence of their mentorship agreement with their QTTTA 

3.2 Shows evidence of personal development and self care activities
3.3 Provides evidence of professional indemnity insurance where necessary.
4.0 ADMINISTRATION
4.1 The QTTTA teacher/mentor will designate whether the person has fulfilled the above criteria and can be called a TTTA Level 2 teacher.
4.2 The QTTTA notifies the TTAA Accreditation Panel of the above designation.
Where the term *equivalent is used it may be possible for the stated criteria to be met in ways other than those set out above.  The TTAA Teacher Accreditation Panel has the authority to designate what will be accepted in this instance.  The evolving nature of Therapeutic Touch education in Australia is therefore recognized with the ability to allow ‘grandfathering’ that is recognition of prior learning and experience gained in a variety of ways until such time as these criteria are reviewed.

Applicants who have trained outside the TTAA framework may be asked to provide detailed evidence of course content and participation.

Terms/criteria placed in italics can be further explained on application.
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
